Code of Conduct for Junior High
and High School Teens

l, will do my best to promote a Christian atmosphere when |
am attending an event or activity at or with Holy Family Parish. This includes when | am at
mass, in my small faith sharing group during junior high youth sessions, senior high youth
group or during confirmation.

l, agree to participate in group activities and small group
discussions in a positive, obedient and constructive manner. | also agree to recognize the
Leadership and Authority of the Catechist (Leader) and respect those people in the
leadership role with my attitude, words and action.

l, promise to be respectful of the property of Holy Family
parish, not only the structure and building but also the materials provided by the parish for
my use as tools to aid in my religious education. | also promise to respect the property of
the leaders and other teens. This includes but is not limited to, others personal property
such as cell phones or purses, but also their feelings, pride or privacy.

In the event that | fail to follow these codes of conduct, these are the consequences | will
suffer for my actions.

1st Offense—Teen will be warned by their Catechist (Leader) that their behavior is
unacceptable, and further display of language, attitude, or disrespect will be reprimanded.

2nd Offense—Teen will be removed from the event to discuss the behavioral issue at hand
with one of their Catechists (Leaders) and the Director of Youth Ministry. A second offense
will result in a phone call/personal conversation with the Parent and/or Guardian and with
the Parish Pastor.

3rd Offense—Teen will be removed permanently from the events and/or the activities they
are involved in (Junior High Youth Sessions, Senior High Youth Group or Confirmation). A
3rd offense will require a family meeting with teen, Parents and/or Guardian, the Director of
Youth Ministry and Parish Pastor.
